¢ A traditional tale is a story that has been told and re-
told for many years, and so becomes a story that
almost everyone knows.

e Over 200 years ago in Germany, the Brothers Grimm
wrote down the very first traditional tales. They
heard them from storytellers all over Europe.

eThere are lots of traditional tales which focus on
foods including bread, porridge, gingerbread, sweets,
picnics and more!

eIn these stories there is often a problem with the
food such as it being difficult to make, having too
much of it, sometimes it’s too hot or cold and
sometimes it magically runs away!
