School Lunches

Just a reminder that the charge per meal is now £1.90.
If you pay weekly, it will be £9.50 per week.

If you would like to pay half termly, the cost for this half term is £62.70
Water bottles

Please ensure your child brings a named, transparent bottle of water with a sports top to school each day.

It is recommended that the same bottle is not used for longer than one week 

We know how important it is for children to drink enough each day and want to ensure they have access to water throughout the school day.
Uniform

The children look very smart in their uniforms- please check every item is named so that we can return anything that goes missing in school.
Every Friday after school, lost property items are on display in the playground to be claimed.

In July, we provided one of our local Charity shops with a great collection of high quality items from our Lost Property- none of which were named. Large quantities of worn uniform items were also recycled.

Journeys to school
It is good to see so many children arriving on foot or on wheels.

If you have to drive here, just a reminder at the beginning of the year to park responsibly as far from the school as you can manage

We have one unclaimed orange Raleigh bike which has been here over the summer. Please let us know if you know who it might belong to. If unclaimed, we will dispose of it at the end of this week.
Dogs in the playground: Dogs are not allowed in school or on the playground with the exception of Guide dogs.
